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How to use these cards — instructions for practitioners

Before going to see your behaviour support participant, this template

may be a useful tool to create custom cards to help with a discussion.

Behaviour support practitioners can insert pictures or photos that are
relevant to the participant in these blank squares and give the card a
label using the text box. You can also use the Word image and icon
library, or draw/write in the boxes with the participant on a blank printed

set of cards.

Before you print, delete the text box if you don’t use, because it will show

on the printed version.

Print these picture cards on A4 paper and cut them out to use by

themselves or with a discussion mat.
